This supervised driving practice requirement cannot be completed by a driver training school, another family member or friend, it must be done by someone who is listed on SCDMV’s Consent for Minor form. If the teen does not have someone who can fulfill this obligation then the teen does not qualify for a conditional or restricted license in accordance with SC Code of Law Section 56-1-175 and 56-1-180.
